Starting in 2017, Old Hickory Furniture Company began collaborating with

Jeremiah Young, principal of the Montana-based interior design firm Kibler &

Kirch. Known for his vintage-inspired Western designs, Young was named creative

director for the Indiana-based makers of iconic rustic furniture in 2018, resulting

in more than a dozen new pieces over his four-year stint. One is the Lolo Folding

Chair, designed to add rustic elegance to outdoor living spaces. Named after

Accented with
hard maple, Gaboon ebony inlays,
and hand-hammered and patinated
steel elements, they come with faux
rawhide shades detailed with suede
stitching, silver-plated conchos, and

leather rosettes.
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Based in the village of
Ubrique — tucked into
the mountains of Southern
Spain — artisan José Luis
Bazan has been handcraft-
ing unique high-end leath-
er products for more than
50 years. Applying tech-
niques learned from some
of the top leather artists,
he has co-designed and
created pieces for Louis
Vuitton, Loewe, and Hermes, among other exclusive design
and fashion houses. He was also named National Artisan of
the Year in 2022 by the Spanish Government. Bazan pro-
duces these decorative leather bowl and tray sets exclusively
for the home décor company Atacama. We love the sleek,
innovative shapes, the variety of colors, and the superior

quality of each piece.
